The Barbershop Harmony Society is devoted to prompt
preserving, and enjoying a special form of harmiomgwn as
barbershop. But what makes a particular song angement
"barbershop-able"? What's the difference betweebdoshop
and doo-wop, jazz, madrigal, and other a cappelisic?
Technically speaking, barbershop harmony is a stiyle
unaccompanied singing with three voices harmoniuripe
melody. The lead usually sings the melody, withtdrer
harmonizing above the lead. The bass sings thestowe
harmonizing notes and the baritone provides in-betwnotes,
either above or below the lead to make chords {Egaity,
dominant-type or "barbershop” sevenths) that garbaérshop
its distinctive, "full" sound.

Probably the most distinctive facet of barbershaprony is
the phenomenon known as expanded sound. It isectedien
the harmonics in the individually sung tones reioéoeach
other to produce audible overtones or undertones.
Barbershoppers call this "ringing a chord." Singim@ quartet
or chorus and creating that "fifth voice" is onaloé most
thrilling musical sensations you'll ever experiereading to
goose bumps the size of golf balls.
